Vehicle reversing should be undertaken before
yard becomes busy and pedestrians should be
excluded from areas where vehicles are
reversing.

Protective footwear is mandatory in loading
bay areas at all times.

Goods bay to have kerb in place to prevent
over reversing of vehicles. Kerb to be
appropriate to vehicles.

External lighting to be provided to provide a
minimum of 20 lux in areas where vehicles
maneuver.

High visibility jackets to be worn by banks
persons involved in vehicle controls.

Goods in receivers must wear high visibility
vests at all times when working in the goods
yard area.
